3. What did Sam forget to do on Monday?
Answer: He forgot to feed the fish.

4. How did Sam make sure he did all his jobs?
Answer: He made a checklist and taped it to his desk, checking off each job.

5. What is the main idea of the story?
Answer: Sam fixed his mistake by making a plan. (Sample answer.)

Answer: Answers will vary; his checklist worked so well that he wanted to help the next helper succeed
too.
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
